· Pruning Sacred Bamboo
· Sweeping cypress cones off Council path
· Decision on which vine to grow over memorial garden trellis
· Tidying pittosporum hedge
· Organise space in shed for easy access to garden equipment and mowers
· Remove any dead roses and replace with carpet roses
· Rose pruning day to be held in July-August
· Dick Hamson will fix the kerbing in the memorial garden
· Graham Savage will organise the servicing of the ride-on mower
· Hand lawn mower not working. Graham Savage will get it looked over. If unfix-able, we will have to approach Parish council about buying new one or be forced to borrow Rectory lawn mower
· Approach Parish council about hiring someone to hedge pittosporums annually or biannually as the job is now beyond our volunteers’ capabilities
· Approach Parish Council about buying tools such as whipper snipper, leaf blower and hedge trimmer

Lent


The season of LENT starts on Ash Wednesday and ends on Holy Thursday before the Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper.  From then on until Easter Sunday the church celebrates the Easter Triduum of Christ’s passion and death, burial and resurrection.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Lent is characterized by penance for our past sins, works of mercy especially toward the poor, and personal preparation for the renewal of our baptismal promised on Easter Vigil.  Thus Lent has two features:  penitential and baptismal.  Our tears of penance renew in our hearts and souls the water of baptism.  The ashes imposed on us on Ash Wednesday remind us that we are dust and to dust we shall return and that therefore the entire life of a Christian should be marked by works of self-denial and generosity.  The traditional discipline of Lent consists of constant prayer and reading of God’s word, fasting on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, abstinence from meat on Fridays, and works of mercy especially to those who have less in life.  What is important is that through prayer and good works we allow God’s grace to bring about our interior conversion.  The sacrament of penance should accompany our Lenten observance.

Holy Week is the high point of the Lenten season.  It open with the procession with blessed palms and the gospel reading of the passion and death of Our Saviour.  The triumphal entry into Jerusalem ended on Calvary, but we know that Good Friday led to Easter Sunday.  The biblical readings and prefacers extol the virtue of conversion of life, the need to fulfil our baptismal promises, joyful acceptance of daily trials for the love of God, and unselfish service to all who need our assistance.
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
